DeGarmo Dog Park
Rules and Regulations

YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ACTIONS OF YOUR DOG(S).

By entering this Dog Park, you agree to assume all duties and releases of liability as set forth in the Chico Area Recreation & Park Districts (CARD) Agreement, Waiver and Release. Use park at your own risk. CARD shall not be held liable for any injury or damage caused by any dog at the park.

Who may use the park?

The park is open to all dog owners, however children under the age of 7 are not allowed in the park and children between the ages of 8 & 14 must be closely supervised by an adult. Dogs MUST be at least 4 months old to use the park. There is a maximum of two (2) dogs per owner allowed in the park.
Does my dog need a leash or collar?

Dogs must be leashed prior to entering and exiting the dog park lobby. (ORD.7.08.110). Owners must carry a leash at all times and never leave their dog unattended. Leashes, pinch collars or choke chains must be removed when dogs enter the park.  While in the park, dogs must be under control and in the view of their handler at all times.  Dogs must be under voice control at all times.  If a dog cannot be controlled, the owner MUST leash their dog and remove them from the park immediately.

Does my dog need to be licensed, immunized and healthy?

All dogs must be licensed and immunized. State and Municipal Law (CMC 7.08.020). Owners are to have this information in their possession. Dogs must be parasite free (both internally and externally). Dogs with communicable diseases are not allowed on park premises at any time. For your safety and the safety of your dog(s), we recommend that your dog(s) be fully vaccinated for distemper, heartworm and parvovirus. Female dogs in heat are not allowed in the park.

What if my dog bites someone or is in an altercation with another dog?
The dog owner is liable for any and all damages suffered by anyone who is bitten or otherwise injured by his/her dog while in the Dog Park. Parties involved in any injury must exchange names and phone numbers. All serious incidents must be reported to Park Staff, the CARD office and Animal Control. Animal Control must be notified when any person is bitten by an animal; or an animal has had contact with an animal of a species subject to rabies; such as skunks, bats, etc.  (H&S 2606.1)There is a maximum of two (2) dogs per handler. Dogs known to exhibit vicious, fierce, aggressive or dangerous behavior are not allowed in the Dog Park at any time. Dogs exhibiting unexpected aggressive behavior are to be removed immediately. If your dog starts acting aggressively towards other dogs, you must immediately leash them and leave the Dog Park.

Can I hold dog training classes in the park?

Professional trainers may not use the park for conduct of their business.

Dog Code of Conduct:
· Never chase children or others.

· Make sure your owner picks up your waste.

· Don’t destroy the park, this means no digging.

· Do not bite or attack other dogs or people in the park.

· Always listen to your owner and follow commands.

Owner/Handler Code of Conduct:

· Never allow your dog(s) to chase children or others.

· Pick up your dog’s waste. This ensures a clean environment within the park.

· Don’t permit your dog(s) to dig or destroy park resources.  Owners must stop their dog(s) from digging immediately and are responsible for filling any holes their pet(s) create.

· When a dog enters the park, owners must control their dog(s) to allow access to the newcomers.

· Don’t smoke or eat while at the Dog Park. Cigarette butts and food wrappers are tempting treats for dogs but are bad for their health and safety.

· GLASS CONTAINERS are not permitted inside the Dog Park.

· Alcohol and illegal drugs are not permitted at the Dog Park. If anyone is caught in possession or under the influence of alcohol and/or illegal drugs, park staff will contact the authorities and the person(s) will be removed from the premises and banned from the use of these facilities. Criminal charges may also be filed.

· Bicycles, inline skates, roller skates, skateboards, strollers and motorized vehicles are not permitted in the Dog Park.

· Wheelchairs, motorized wheelchairs, crutches and walkers are permitted.

Violators of these rules are subject to removal from the Dog Park.
