ASSESSMENTS

Three times per year in Kinder Readiness, we will do skill
assessments. These assessments help us to see how well the
children are grasping the curriculum, identify any areas where a
little extra help may be needed, and also make any necessary
adjustments to the curriculum in order to ensure each child is
getting the most out of the program. The assessments are done in
November, February, and May. They are a great way for you to
watch your child's progress and development throughout the year!

SHARING

Your child will be assigned a "Sharing Day”. Once a week children
get a chance to bring an item from home and talk about why it is
special to them. When they get to class they should find a cubby to
store it in until sharing time. If your child forgets on their day they
can bring their sharing item the following day or tell a story or talk
about an event if they choose. Please use good judgment when
helping your child pick a sharing item. Pretend weapons are never
allowed.
