When will I be contacted by a coach? 
 You will be contacted by a coach before Sunday, August 29 at 5:00pm. If you do not hear from your coach by 

August 29, please call the CARD office on Monday, August 30 between 8am-5pm. Your coach should let you 
know about your first practice time and date as well as a mandatory parent meeting. Game schedules will be 
posted on the website on Friday, August 27 before 5:00pm at www.chicorec.com.  

 
When and where will practices be? 
 You coach will be responsible for practice times and locations. Please do not hesitate to call your coach with 

any  
 questions regarding practice! Team practices can start the week of August 30.  
 
Does my school need a skills evaluation? 
  If a skills evaluation is needed, a CARD staff will call you by August 20 to inform you of the date and time. 

All skills evaluation will take place on Saturday, 8/21, Monday 8/23 or Tuesday 8/24.  
 
When and where will the games be? 
 All games will be held at DeGarmo Park, Esplanade and Eaton Rd.

When is the end of the season tournament? 
 The tournament will be at DeGarmo Park on Saturday, October 23 AND Sunday, October 24. More  
 tournament information will be released at www.chicorec.com no later than October 21 by 5pm. The  
  tournament will begin mid-morning. All teams will be in the tournament and it will be a single  
  elimination format. There is no tournament for the 3rd/4th grade league.   
 
     What do I need to bring to all games and practices? 
     A CARD Youth Sports jersey is mandatory. Jerseys are available for purchase at 

    the CARD Office for $12 if you do not have one already. All athletes must wear 
    athletic shorts, athletic shoes and a mouth guard in order to participate. Cleats 
    are recommended, but not required (metal cleats are prohibited). It is of the  
    very important to make sure all athletes have plenty of water at all times.

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Where can I access game schedules? 
 Game schedules will be posted at the CARD website on Friday, August 27 before 5:00pm at

How will I know if there are any changes to games due to bad weather? 
 You can find information regarding changes to the game because of the weather (rain,smoke, thunder, etc) at 

CARD’s weather hotline at 895-4711 ext. 3. The weather hotline will be updated by 3:30 pm on the day of the 
program if there are any changes in the schedule. You will not receive a phone call regarding any changes to 
games, and should instead check the weather hotline if you are concerned about the availability of the program. 
Your coach will keep you updated regarding any changes to practice.
